“WILLIAM JAMES (1771 — 1837) The Man who Discovered George Stevenson”

Ken James put into my hands a few nights ago. As most of you will recall, Ken
is a proud descendant of the undeservedly neglected William James, who was
a great visionary, playing a crucial role in the development of inland transport in
the Industrial Revolution, including my favourite Stratford Canal.

At last a new biography of the life of William James has been published and his
place in history is being restored. The author Miles Macnair has written a
diligently researched account. Emeritus Professor Hugh Torrens (Keele
University) gave great support to the project. He incidentally is an O/S Friend of

the ACS and has provided an excellent forward to the book.

Ken and his brother Bruce, who attended the unveiling of the William James memorial plaque at Henley in Arden in
2003, are mentioned in the introduction. How gratifying to have a recently rediscovered relative!
